General integration courses 
For everybody from 27 years up who is able to read and write the Latin 
characters. 
It starts with A1.1 / 6 modules at 100 lessons each + orientation course at 
100 lessons / approx. 6-8 months 

Integration courses for students learning an additional alphabet 
The Federal Office for Migration and Refugees offers courses for 
individuals who read and write in their native alphabet but are not able 
sufficiently fluid in the latin alphabet. 
It starts with A1.1 / 9 modules at 100 lessons each + orientation course at 
100 lessons / approx. 9-12 months 

Integration course including literacy skills 
These courses are for persons who are not able to read and write (the 
Latin characters). 
9 modules at 100 lessons each + 3 modules repetition at 100 lessons each 
+ orientation course with 100 lessons / approx. 15-18 months 

DeuFöV - Vocational German language courses 
BAMF also offers Vocational German language courses for participants 
who have already reached B1 / B2, or who did not reach level B1 after 
participating in the integration course. 
Basic courses B2 (400/500 lessons) and C1 (400 lessons); special courses 
A2 and B1 at 400 lessons 
“Early childhood education” practical language training, B2 and C1

458,- € per module excl. examination fees  

• With permit or obligation issued by the Foreigners' Office or BAMF: 
229,- € co-payment per module (2,29 € per lesson) 

• With permit or obligation issued by the Foreigners' Office or BAMF  
while employed on low income: 
0,- € co-payment per module (cost exemption on application) 

• With permit or obligation issued by the Foreigners' Office or BAMF  
while on benefits: 
0,- € co-payment (cost exemption on application)
